Suggestions for Engaging Parishioners in Africa Rising, Hope and Healing.

· Duplicate and insert into bulletins information pages provided in the packet on peacebuilding, foreign aid, HIV/AIDS in Africa, and background information on Africa.

· Include a quote in the bulletin from the bulletin suggestions provided.

· Duplicate and provide the materials for initiation groups, adult education sessions, and small faith communities.

· During homilies, adult education sessions, small faith community discussions, connect the social teaching of the Church with concern for our brothers and sisters in Africa.

· During Lent Operation Rice Bowl provides materials on Africa for families, religious education and schools.  Use these materials to support the Africa Campaign.

· Offer for teens CRS' Food Fast program, which focuses on peace efforts by youth in Rwanda.

· Invite previous Peace Corps volunteers to Africa to speak in your parish.


· Invite priests or religious men or women  who were missionaries in Africa to speak at the parish.

· Many Diocesan offices of migration are settling refugees from Africa.  Invite recent immigrants to tell their story at your parish.

· Invite the diocesan migration office to speak about recent settlement of African refugees.

· If you have African refugees in your parish invite them to speak.

· Through the diocesan legislative network, invite parishioners to participate in CRS' legislative agenda.  If the diocese is not connected through a legislative network, parishioners can contact CRS for further information on how to be involved.

· Invite the CRS Diocesan Director to give a presentation at the parish on the Africa Campaign.
