He is 
the founder of Mayslake Ministries, an adult spiritual formation ministry based in 
Westmont, IL which specializes in retreats, spiritual direction and personal spiritual 
renewal.

Resources brought to bear will in-
clude the Benedictine unity of work and prayer; the Franciscan commitment to poverty and simplicity; the Ignatian 
emphasis on the active contemplative; John Paul II’s encyclical, “On Work”; Karl Rahner’s call for universal mys-
ticism; Mother Theresa’s letters in her book “Come Be My Light”; the creed of The National Center for the Laity.
